The listed commaodities are the highest demanded by
Sierra Leone for this period. This was obtained due
to the Sierra Leone and India relationship and this has
grown in an expanded fashion which enable Import
and export.

Rice being the staple food of Sierra Leone has been
one of the countries major commodity acquired in
this country via importation. Importing from India
was prioritized due to the relationship and the
competitive prices which are affordable by the local
market in Sierra Leone.
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
